It was once the tidy home of the 

Dunning family, who established a ranch at the 

remote location in 1887.It was also a functioning 

post office and refuge for travelers on the stage 

route between the towns of Mountain City, Nevada 

and Mountain Home, Idaho. As with most desert 

encampments it was built near a dependable water 

supply, the lush Wickahoney Springs. 

With 40 ATVs on the trail, we had Harvey with his UTV riding ñtail end Charlie.ò Harveyôs job was to pickup 

anything that fell off the ATV racks and to communicate with the ride leaders. With this many ATVs strung 

out for a few miles, there is always the possibility of a few riders turning left instead of right, thus heading 

off to Nevada. Rusty, Jodie, and Harvey managed to get all of us to the scheduled stops as a group with 

no one going MIA. This was a great ride with great people; riders from Kuna, Canyon County, and Boise 

chapters helped make this a memorable ride.
