GPS Features to Consider

Base mapThis is highly recom-

mended. The additional cost is

marginal, and the increase in the
equipment's usefulness is substantial. This unit
does not normally require an additional mapping
program.

Channels Most GPS units today now have 12 par-
allel channels. Channels help to acquire GPS satel-
lite signals faster and more accurately.

External antenna jack With new GPS devices, this
has become less important since the newer chips
are sensitive enough to acquire signal inside a
vehicle. However, it is not always possible to ob-
tain good satellite coverage through a front wind-
shield; this is when an external antenna can help. It
can also help outdoor use in places, like heavy tree
cover or steep terrain, where signals are weak.

Interface jack If you are using the receiver with a
computer, be sure that it includes an in-
terface cable so you can quickly load
maps and waypoints onto your device.
Newer GPS units often support USB while

older devices generally have serial attachments.

Attaching to a computer may require additional

mapping software.

Memory. This is used to load detailed topographic
maps, streetlevel maps, or additional waypoints
into the receiver. Detailed maps can use a great
deal of memory on your device. Consider internal
storage capacity. Highend devices also usually
accept a memory card for additional storage.

Power source A unit that can support external
power is preferred, like a cigarette lighter power
cable. Due to the power requirements, the device
should support standard batteries (AA or AAA) for
easy replacement on the trail. Lithium batteries are
recommended for newer GPS models to ensure a
longer battery life.

Rocker keypad or touch screerlJsing a receiver
without a rocker keypad is like using a computer
without a mouse. Some newer GPS units have
touch screens, which helps immensely when
navigating using the maps. Touch screen units
usually have a marginal increase in cost.

Screen size For visual ease of operation, use a
device with the largest screen that can be
realistically carried. Screen size is
measured diagonally. Color is great, helps
define map features, and a backlight is im-

portant, although both features shorten battery

life.

Waterproof. Eventually your device will get wet.
Get a device that is at least watersistant, al-
though an IPX7 designation is preferred. An IPX7
designation means the GPS case can with-

stand accidental immersion in one meter

of water for up to 30 minutes. Plastic

bags and boxes are also recommended for
added protection.

Mapping program Mapping software is available
for most highend GPS units. These programs offer
a wide range of flexibility to add waypoints, routes,
icons, etc. to your GPS. They normally require an
interface cable or multimedia card to transfer data
from your computer to GPS unit or vice versa.
Some software also allows the transfer of SPOT
data into your mapping program for future use.
