About a month ago, a friend recommended
that | have my throttle body cleaned and
check and set the throttle positioner sensor.
We also set the idle control. Each of these
things needed to be done. | was excited to get
back on the trail and check for a difference in
performance. My machine ran great!

A couple of weeks ago, | ran low on fuel on
the trail and had to borrow some from a
friend. It contained the regular 10 % ethanol. |
wondered if it was going to cause problems
again, and then thought of the adjustments
we had made; and besides, running out of gas
on Dodsonéds Pass was
decided to take it one step further; on the last

ride, | topped off with blended gas.

To make a long story short, my machine is
having starting issues again, back firing, de-
creased performance, and poor response.

I will be using only non ethanol gas from now
on, and will keep you posted as to the upcom-
ing results.

Our gas comes to us from Utah through a
pipeline. Because of the instability of ethanol,
the fact that it attracts water and, its corrosive
characteristics, it can not be added to the gas
prior to going into the pipeline. Ethanol is
added to our gas in Boise before leaving for
the stations.

Our government gives the gas companies a
tax credit of .45 cents per gallon of blended
gas. In turn, those companies charge the same
price, within a few pennies, as non-ethanol
gas.

Fuel efficiency goes down 1%- 5% with 10%
ethanol gas. This requires you to purchase
more fuel.
