Spring is here and summer is just around the corner. Hope to see you out on the trail.
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A couple of weeks ago, | was listening in on a
conversation between some KTR members. It
was mentioned that as of May 15, 2010, fire
extinguishers would be required equipment
on all ATVs operating on public land.

Rather than publish this fact based on hearsay,
| did a little research courtesy of Idaho Parks
and Recreation. What | found was the follow-
ing, which | will paraphrase.

First, the rule about carrying fire extinguishers
is not valid. No government agency knows
anything about this requirement going into

effect May 15, 2010. Second, the rule about
carrying a shovel and a onegallon bucket is
misunderstood. The shovel/bucket rule only
applies to those whose intention it is to build a

warming fire or camp fire. As required equip-
ment for riding ATVs in general, these two
items are not required.

The practicality of the matter is another story.
Having items onboard to extinguish a fire is

just good common sense. In the event of an
emergency, those participants who are well
equipped may very well be the ones who save
the day. | have included the following excerpt
from Idaho Administrative Code:

Specific wording :

02. Warming Fires or Campfires. Except when
in designated developed campgrounds or
when traveling as a pedestrian, all persons or
parties igniting warming fires or campfires
shall be equipped with the following: (10 -28-
91)

a. One (1) serviceable shovel, at least
twenty four (24) inches in overall length
with six (6) inch or wider blade. (10-28-91)
b. One (1) water container, capacity one (1)
gallon or more (motorcycle crash helmets
qualify). (10-28-91)
03. Motorcycles, Trail bikes. The above fire
tool requirements apply to all operators of
motorcycles, trail bikes, altterrain vehicles,

and similar type motorized vehicles, and per-
sons traveling with pack animals. (16-28-91)
